Class Registration Policy

You will need to bring with
you your basic sewing and quilting supplies as these are not provided by
the shop (irons are provided). Cancellations MUST be two weeks or
more PRIOR to the class. You will receive a store credit for the class
registration fee (no refunds will be given on registration fees or supplies if
you cancel less than two weeks before the class).

All classes will have a supply list provided (will be distributed when
adequate registration is obtained). Supplies purchased for your CLASS
(does not apply to clubs, mysteries, bom programs etc.) will receive a
15% discount. Please let us know at the time of purchase that the
supplies are for a class and let us know the name of the class — discount
period is up to and including class time ONLY and is limited to items
listed on the supply list . All classes are subject to GST.
